Breakfast at the Harley Café - £15 per person (menu attached)  

 

Portland Collection History & Highlights (30mins) - £100 for a group 
This is a lively introduction to the history of Welbeck and the Portland Collection, a world-
class art collection built by the Dukes of Portland and their families, who have owned 
Welbeck since 1607. Highlights of the collection include the pearl earring worn by King 
Charles I at his beheading, a drawing by Michelangelo, and a stunning collection of 
miniatures.   

  

Gallery, Courtyard and Art Trail (30mins – 1 hour) - £100 for a group  

Introduction to our changing exhibitions of craft and art.  We can (weather permitting!) follow 
this with an introduction to some of our permanent works of art outside, including Equus 
Ferus by Michelle Reader, two life-size sculptures in the courtyard depicting an encounter 
between a prehistoric wild horse and a modern-day racehorse, and Martin Smith's kinetic 
trees that mark the start of the Art Trail.  

 

Kitchen Garden Tour (1 – 1.5 hours) - £15 per person  

Join us for an exclusive kitchen garden tour of Welbeck’s Victorian Walled Garden. This 
event gives you a rare behind-the-scenes tour with Head Gardener Steve Wright. During the 
tour, visitors will learn about vegetables, herbs, salads, and edible flowers.  

 

Artisan grissini and focaccia making and lunch at The School of Artisan Food  (2 hours) 
- £148.88 per person.  The group would need to be split into two, but the two groups could 
do the activity simultaneously.  

Guests will be split into groups for hands-on experience in making artisan grissini and 
focaccia. Our expert bakery tutors will take you on a journey exploring the history of these 
Italian breads, including the unique ingredients used to create them. In the workshop, there 
will be the opportunity to select and experiment with different toppings, flavours and 
inclusions. We aim to provide seasonal offerings; depending on the weather, these can be 
sourced from our rustic kitchen garden. A buffet-style lunch will be provided, freshly

Welbeck Abbey Brewery Tours (1 hour) - £15 per person  

Join one of our expert brewers for a guided tour around our traditional microbrewery. Based 
on the privately owned Welbeck Estate, this is a rare opportunity to peek behind closed 
doors. The tour includes two pints of beer and lasts around an hour. Over 18s only. 

 

Dropworks Rum Distillery Tour (1 hour 30 mins) - £17.50 - £25 per person 

Tour the largest Rum Distillery in Europe for a walk-through of the production process. The 
distillery tour includes a welcome cocktail and tastings.
